The foodbank service hit the ground running
this month making an impact of;
» 48 families and 2 individuals were served.
o 246kg of food. This is equivalent to 589
meals equivalent, and
« 783kg of Carbon dioxide savings.

Community Transport
The project continues to provide pertinent
services to those in the community with 16 new
participants being added. We provided;

e 146 transport pick-ups

e 6 families vaccinated
